HEALTHFUL NEWS

Some hospitalizations are expected and some are not. Recently I visited a patient in the hospital that had Alzheimer’s. For a person who has Alzheimer’s or dementia the best choice is to have the reassurance of a family member close by. There new environment, with strange faces, and change in routine, can all contribute to confusion and anxiety. Remember Alzheimer’s disease causes problems with memory, thinking and behavior.

One noticeable change I see in people with Alzheimer’s or dementia is the change in communication. People have more difficulty expressing their thoughts and they also have more trouble understanding others. You as a caregiver for your loved one might be spotting some of these changes:







· Struggle to find the right words

· Use familiar words repeatedly

· Invent new words

· Forget the meaning of words

· Difficulty organizing words in the correct order

· Use more hand gestures

· Speak less
So how can better communicate with those we love who have Alzheimer’s or dementia?

· Get the person’s attention – approach the person from the front, identify yourself, and call him by name.

· Maintain good eye contact – we relate to one another by facial expression, body language and tone of voice.

· Use short sentences with simple words- keep it simple, only one question at a time.

· Talk slowly and clearly – speak calmly and non-demanding.
· Repeat questions or requests – if the person does not respond.
· Use gestures – like pointing.
· Be patient for a response – the person may need extra time to process their thoughts. Be supportive.
· Consider hearing and or visual limitations – check hearing aid batteries are operating.
· Remember the healing power of touch can communicate love, acceptance and encouragement.
Care Ministry Meetings and Senior Fellowship Luncheons will resume in September.

HOW TO GIVE THE SAME GIFT TWICE.  If you are torn between leaving a gift to your children and leaving a gift to the church upon death, here is a strategy that might be for you.  Using a special trust called a testamentary trust or “give it twice trust”, you can benefit both your children and your desire to leave a legacy gift for the church.  While you might want to give a major portion of your estate outright to children, the rest of your estate can be put in a “give it twice” trust.  The trust will pay an income to your children for a certain period of years chosen by you, perhaps ten or twenty years.  At the end of the term of years, the principal from the trust is then given to the church.  It’s both a wonderful way to show your love for your children and at the same time, witness to them your love of God and your church.
