FROM PASTOR TRULS

     Ten years’ worth of life has taken place since the terrible events of September 11, 2001.  Joys and sorrows have left their marks.  Some in our families were very young or not yet born in 2001.  I don’t think I can fully explain the out-of-the-blue shock of 9/11 to people who were not yet born then, any more than I myself can fully understand the shock of the Pearl Harbor attack, which took place before I was born.  

     Nevertheless, I’ll mention some of what I recall.  9/11 and the days following were a time of common human experience.  In fact, I can’t think of another time in my life when I experienced so much in common with so many for such an extended period of time.  Together we began by trying to get the facts straight; we moved to disbelief, then to anger, and to a kind of numb sadness.  News anchors worked ‘round the clock updating information and passing on one heartbreaking story after another while we remained glued to our TVs.  

     I remember a man in the congregation I served voicing his struggle as a Christian.  He said, “I know Jesus taught us to love our enemies but I’m having an awfully hard time of it right now.”  Jesus’ words had hit home.  They’re a lot more difficult when they’re not simply theoretical!

     Some rushed to judgment on 9/11.  Two miles down the road from our church in Arizona, a man wearing a turban was killed while working at his job in a convenience store.  The shooter had intended to get revenge by killing an Arab Muslim.  The murdered man was an immigrant; he was, however, neither Arab nor Muslim.  

     Those were desperate days.  We felt out of control and, somehow or another, we tried to get a handle on things.  We went out of our way to speak to strangers we met on sidewalks and in stores.  We yearned to speak to God.  We opened our churches and people we didn’t recognize came pouring in for weekday and Sunday services—anything to try to make sense of it all.  

     We drew deeply from the well of our Good Friday/Easter faith, speaking words of comfort and hope despite our tested hearts.  Shoulder to shoulder with others seeking something to hold onto, we responded to hatred and death of overwhelming proportion with words of hope—with fragile words that vanished into thin air an instant after we spoke them.      

     Speaking of Christ’s power at work in him, Paul said, “…whenever I am weak, then I am strong.” Consciously or unconsciously, this paradox of our faith became reality as we meditated on God’s Word and prayed.  Whether or not we and those who rarely entered churches were directly aware of it, we were admitting our weakness and seeking God’s strength.  

     Let’s not miss this 9/11 anniversary opportunity to share our stronger-than-death faith with people around us who are still searching for meaning and hope.  Let’s invite our neighbors to join us in remembering and looking forward in hope, in worship on this 9/11 and beyond. And, as Jesus’ disciples, let’s honor our losses by responding to our neighbors in need.  People near and far are poor, fearful, and hurting.  Compassionate witness to our hope is as important as ever.

Let’s face it, we live in a noisy world. Walking down State Street one Sunday afternoon I heard rock and roll music in a women’s department store, an ambulance siren, a truck slamming on its brakes and the echoing foot pounding of runners on treadmills in my gym. Sometimes the reason we can’t hear ourselves is because we are so preoccupied with the things of this world. Now with the popularity of the iPod we have fashionable “earbuds” to block out the environmental noise so we can listen to our music and shows at anytime. So how are we protecting our hearing from noise induced hearing loss throughout the day? 

Our perception of our world depends on our senses and without the information we receive through our five senses we could not function as the human beings we are. Sight is probably the most developed sense in humans, followed closely by hearing. The sense of hearing helps us learn from each other through communication. Continuous exposure to loud noise can damage the structure of hair cells within the ear, resulting in hearing loss as well as auditory nerve damage. 

Although it is a personal decision to wear “ear-buds”, one should be aware of the safety risk they represent and the possible hearing loss and damage that can occur. The damage to the ears comes through intensity of sound and the length of time you spend listening to it.  Sound is measured in decibels from 0-140. Normal conversation generally is about 60 decibels. At twice that level, 120 decibels, (ambulance siren), one begins to notice ear pain but hearing damage can begin to occur at about 85 decibels (power lawn mower & hairdryers) per the National Institute of Health. Portable music devices, like the iPod, can play at about 100 decibels. Teens are at high risk because they play their music louder and longer. Cory Portnuff, an audiologist who has studied iPod-related hearing loss, documented that listening to earbuds for 90 minutes a day at 80% volume is probably safe but softer is better. To preserve the health of our hearing it is best to keep music soft enough that you can be aware of your environment and this is especially important for runners and bicyclists that maneuver in traffic with earbuds. In addition, with the quietness of electric cars on the roads, we all need to be more visually aware of these silent vehicles. 
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People of all ages can be affected by NIHL(Noise Induced Hearing Loss). Whether you are attending a concert, enjoying a snowmobile ride, playing in a band, using power tools or on a prop plane, remember ear plugs now can save on hearing aids later. 

That evening I was thankful I could get a good night’s rest in the peace and quiet of my home. As I lay down nestled in my bed ready to doze off..….. …. the cricket outside my window began to chirp its favorite lullaby! Even Mother Nature can be noisy!

EQUIPPING LEADERS FOR MISSION - (ELM) Classes to be Offered in Glendale -  

     About eight years ago, with grant money from Thrivent Financial for Lutherans, the ELM (Equipping Leaders for Mission) Project of the Southwest California Synod became a reality. Today, more than 200 men and women (“lay people”) within the Southwest California Synod have been trained to better serve their congregations, neighborhoods and various ministries as disciples of Christ. Attendees have made new friends, learned much, and now serve in their congregations as teachers, worship leaders, leaders of community outreach projects, advocates of public policy and the like. 

     In past years, courses have been offered in Glendale, Torrance, Santa Barbara, Granada Hills, Arroyo Grande and Long Beach. This year we will be offering the ELM courses at the Synod office in Glendale beginning September 17, 2011.
     Traditionally, ELM offers four 4-week “core” courses the first year and four to five 4-week “track” course meetings the second year. Core courses are taken by all participants. Track course are intended to equip participants for serving as Evangelists, Catechists, or Deacons:

 Evangelist Track – for people with gifts for sharing the good news of Christ’s love for us with others; includes outreach and witness, personal witnessing, contextual evangelism, use of new technologies for evangelism, etc.

Catechist Track – for people with gifts for teaching the essentials of the Christian faith to children, youth, and adults; includes nurturing faith through stages of life, parish education, models and methods, adult catechumenate, youth ministry, etc.

Diaconate Track – for those with gifts for service and advocacy and supporting congregations in their response to a wide variety of congregational and community needs; includes community service, public policy, community organizing, etc..

     The instructors of the ELM courses are outstanding! They include Bishop Dean Nelson and other Synod staff, faculty from California Lutheran University and Pastors and Lay Rostered Leaders from Southwest California Synod congregations. 

     A total of 116-120 contact hours--80 hours in core courses and 36-40 hours in a specialized track--are offered. If you can’t commit to the full two years of study, sign up for just 1 or 2 of the courses! That's a viable, worthwhile approach. You’ll learn so much. Graduates of ELM can't say enough about how outstanding each course proves to be.
